Why Testing Matters
Your well water can be tested for PFAS. The results will help show if these chemicals are in your water and at what levels. This can give you helpful information about your water quality and possible health concerns.

What are PFAS?
PFAS (short for per- and polyfluoroalkyl substances) are synthetic chemicals that have been used since the 1950s in many products. They are heat, oil, or water resistant. They do not break down easily and can build up in the environment over time. Because of this, PFAS are sometimes called “forever chemicals.” Some types of PFAS may pose health risks to people and animals.

About This Project
